· Eligibility Requirements and Policies
All students are expected to maintain a G.P.A. of 2.0. General policies apply regarding eligibility.

· The Importance of Discipline
Because band members are constantly on display, each member must always be aware of the importance of good behavior. Any misconduct casts a direct reflection on the entire band and school and may well undo the good work of many dedicated students and parents. Each parent and student will sign a band contract to ensure 100% understanding of what is expected.
Any student who casts discredit on the band by their conduct or actions either at school, on a trip, or in the community, may be subject to dismissal from the band at the Directors’ Discretion  in addition to other disciplinary action by the school.

Basic values are a requirement. Students who are repeatedly disciplined by school authorities for violation of school policies are a liability to the program and could be subject to dismissal.

· Responsibility and Attendance
It is essential that all members be at all rehearsals and performances. Advance notice (at least two weeks) is always given to band and orchestra members concerning rehearsals and performances; therefore it is expected of all members to be at all functions. Rehearsals are not called for the fun of it, this is a time to get things done! Please mark your calendars accordingly and make every attempt not to schedule doctor appointments or family outings during these events.

· Band Involvement with Athletics
Students are encouraged to take part in band, orchestra, and Interscholastic Sports Programs at Bayside High School. Communication is the key to being successful in both areas. It is the student’s responsibilty to make sure that the respective coach and the Band Directors are made aware of any scheduling conflicts as soon as they arise. This includes bringing a copy of the schedule from both activities to all involved teachers prior to the respective season.

While many sports work well with the band and orchestra schedule, there are those that have many conflicting dates. Please be aware that your student may not be able to participate in every sport and be a member of the band program. The student should check with the band director and respective coach before committing to more than the student can handle.

· Rehearsal Schedule
Marching Band Rehearsals

Rehearsals will be held on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 4:00-6:30pm. Extra rehearsals such as sectionals may be called as needed with two weeks prior notice. all rehearsals are required!

Wind Ensemble/Symphonic Band Rehearsals

The concert bands may require up to two after school rehearsals per week during the concert season. Extra rehearsals may be called as needed. Time of the rehearsals – TBA.

Orchestra Rehearsals

Those wind and string students who are involved in Bayside Orchestra will be required to attend scheduled after school rehearsals. Times - TBA

· Private Lessons

It is important that you remain involved with the musical aspect of your child’s education. A great way to help is to be an active part of our band parents’ support group. By volunteering your time, you will be able to help our organization raise money with fundraisers, or in the football concession stand, or you could be a chaperone for a football game, or musical events.
